SWEET MEDICINE DANCE
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Come to Dance, Dance, Dance!!


Saturday afternoon is devoted to preparing the "dance circle" Four entrances aligning with the four directions are raked and swept to prepare for the processional. As you enter your chosen direction  at dusk you are smudged and blessed and encouraged to "dance your own dance", i.e. to let the power of the fire, the drum, the magnificence of nature all around you assist you in stepping into a new beginning for your life.
